In Kagbalie, a desperately poor village in
Sierra Leone, the community were amazed by
the shoeboxes our team delivered. Children
opening boxes asked: “/s fthat all for me?”

Adults asked: “Why would they send us a
giff? they don’t know us”.

When you send a shoebox or virtual shoebox
you are sending much more than useful and
fun items; it’s personal - a gift just for the
person receiving it - a message of hope and
love, that reflects the love of Jesus; letting
children and adults in desperate circumstances know that someone
cares and they are not forgotten.
